Meeting opened at 6:55 PM.
1. Welcome and call to order by President Dave Hughes.
2. Board members present: All nine board members were present. Guests: Residents Fred and Ruby Barker,
John O° Donnell, Agnes Seitz, Ben Salcedo, Greg Moreira, Joyce Giovannoni, and Pete Lowe
(Breeze Editor).
3. The minutes of the previous Board Meeting (12/1/11) have already been approved and were published in
The Breeze. Minutes of the Board Special Planning Meeting (11/10/11) regarding calendar dates to
reserve for 2012 were read and approved as mad Copiées were distributed to all board members.
Minutes of the Board Special Meeting (12/16/11) regarding approval of surveillance cameras were
read approved as read.
4. Treasurer's Report (Deb Lependorf) was read and approved as read. Included were reports on all snack bar
and other events in December. (See Treasurer’s Report for December. )
a) Taxes were filed on time (12/14/11) per our Treasurer.
b) The copy machine i currently up and munning with temporary repairs made by Barry. The copier power
cord is locked and Barry has the key so that unanthorized copies cannot be made.
c) Funding for events was discussed and board members were reminded that the budget for the
entertainment committee of $100 per month was set last August and by the end of the year we had $700
accrued for that purpose. We therefore did not need to ask for a donation of $280 to pay for the
entertainment for the New Years’ Party.

Bingo: Debbie reported for Betty, but is concerned that she has not attended meetings for the last three
months and she still does not have copies of the accounting for these months. She does have an
obligation to provide accounting to the Treasurer on a monthly basis. Donations will be given in
January to Shepherd’s Gate and Disabled Veterans ($300 each) and in February a mini- grant to Logan
High School Scholarship ($500) and Autism ($300).

Breakfasts: Breakfast will be Jan. 14, board members please come and support.

Snack Bar: Dave will not be able to attend every snack bar in the future, and it was requested that two
board members attend at least one Wednesday per month to cover each Wednesday night snack bar
event. He is asking that two people from the board volunteer for one event per month for the next six
months, until the next board takes over. The time is from 4 PM to about 7 PM on one day per month.
Sally is exempt because she volunteers for Bingo every week. Board members volunteered for different
weeks of the month; Barry has the schedule.

Past events, lessons learned:

Board Minutes clarification requested from Secretary. Board members were reminded that to approve
the minutes in advance, we need to meet prior to the next General Meeting to approve the minutes, so
they can be given to The Breeze editor in time to be published in the next edition.

Each Board Member will get a copy via email {or
delivered) the day before the meeting so they can be reviewed in advance and approved or corrected
within the allotted time. It was moved (Ray) and seconded (Keith) to post the minutes of the Board
Meeting on the bulletin board in the lobby instead of publishing in The Breeze. After discussion
(Debbie had to leave the meeting at this point; 7 present) a vote was taken; the motion failed, 2 in favor,
4 opposed. (Barbara returned to the meeting after this vote, 8 present.)

Community Directory: Joyee asked the status of our directory, which was equested but has not yet
materialized. The park has cited confidentiality laws and will not provide a complete new list. Pete
Lowe said that his wife Carol did the last edition in 2008, which was done with the cooperation of park
management. Pete agreed to get a file copy (if available) of the last edition to the Secretary and we will
delegate this task to a team to update and get distributed to Board Members only.

Fred Barker submitted some videos {on VHS tapes) that are copies of the city council meetings where
the conversion committee was discussed. These were given to Ray to convert to DVD format so they
can be kept for our files.

Joyce noted that the Spectrum Luncheon volunteers are here every week on Tuesday and Thursday and
they do not get recognition or any free event tickets or coupons. Other volunteers are those for Bingo
games. It was moved (Peg) and seconded (Stephanie) to give Spectrum Luncheon and Bingo volunteers
one free event ticket each. After discussion, the motion was amended (Peg) and the amendment was
seconded (Barbara) to add Snack Bar volunteers as well. The motion now reads: Give Spectrum
Luncheon, Bingo volunteers, and Snack Bar regular volunteers one free event ticket each, to be used
once during the year. A vote was taken and the amended motion passed 5 in favor, 2 opposed. Barry
agreed to print the tickets as soon as Joyce provides him with a complete list of the volunteers.

Keith Hall reported that he had a ticket for the Christmas Dinner and was unable to use it, so he gave his
ticket to one of the regular Snack Bar volunteers. This was the ticket that was challenged at the door to
the event, and he noted his objection to this challenge. It was his opinion that the person was a resident,
as well as a volunteer, and had a right to a free ticket.

Ben Salcedo brought an issue to the Board and was recognized by the Chair. He advised that the Board
has already approved the “Showcase™ bulletin board in the hallway outside the kitchen, where residents’
pictures are displayed.

To allow
adequate time for discussion it was recommended to table this to the next meeting, and this was agreed

by all present
